Timetable:

Provisionally, students on TY Week shall spend two and a half days working with the
Conservation Rangers, two days working with the Education team, and a half day
working with the Maintenance team. (Subject to staff availability.)

Location & Times:

Students will be expected to meet at the National Park Headquarters in Kilafin (near
Laragh) at 9:30 am each morning. From here, they shall be transported to their day’s
work location by Park staff. Students shall be dropped back to the Park Headquarters
for 5pm each afternoon. Note: Please do not apply for the TY Week if you cannot get
to and from the National Park Headquarters each day.

Equipment:
Students must wear clothes suitable for working outside in all weathers. Students must
also bring a packed lunch each day.
